STATUTE

§ 1
1. The …………………….... student research group/creative group/another student association*  operates at …………………….... (name of an organizational unit).
2. The student research group/creative group/another student association* is registered in …………………….....
§ 2
The student research group/creative group/other student association* is a form of activity of students expanding their interests related to ……………………... (name of an organizational unit) and the University. 
§ 3
1. The goal/task of the student research group/creative group/another student association* is ……………………...
2. The student research group/creative group/other student association* achieves its goals through ……………………...
§ 4
Every student of ……………………..., who will be accepted as a member of the student research group/creative group/other student association* by its Management Board, may become its member.
§ 5
1. Members of the student research group/creative group/other student association* have the right to:
a) elect and be elected to governing bodies of the student research group/creative group/another student association*,
b) take the floor at the meetings of the student research group/creative group/other student association* and report the conclusions, 
c) review the activity of the Management Board and its members,
d) exercise other rights provided for in the statute.
2. Members of the student research group/creative group/another student association* are required to:
a) take an active part in the programme operations of the student research group/creative group/another student association*,
b) attend meeting of the student research group/creative group/other student association* and other events organized by them, 
c) follow the provisions of the statute and resolutions of governing bodies of the student research group/creative group/another student association*, 
§ 6
1. Membership is terminated upon:
a) submitting a written resignation to the Management Board of the student research group/creative group/another student association*,
b) removal from the list of students,
c) graduation,
d) death of a member. 
2. Student may be removed from the members’ lists of the student research group/creative group/other student association* by the Management Board’s decision for a conduct that is inconsistent with the statute of the student research group/creative group/another student association*. The dismissed student may appeal against the decision of the Management Board to the general meeting of members, brought within 1 month of its delivery. 
§ 7
Governing bodies of the student research group/creative group/another student association* include:
· general meeting of members, 
· Management Board of the student research group/creative group/another student association*.
§ 8
1. The general meeting of members is convened by the Chairman of the Board on its own initiative at least once at . ……………………... or upon request of: 
· at least 2/3 of the number of members,
· the University authorities. 
2. Resolutions of the general meeting of members are adopted by a simple majority of votes, in the presence of at least 50% of members, with the exception of resolutions on the statute and dissolution of the student research group/creative group/another student association*. 
3. General meeting of members of the student research group/creative group/another student association*: 
a) determines the type of activity, 
b) elects the Management Board,
c) adopts the report on the activity of the outgoing Management Board,
d) adopts the statute and amendments thereto, 
e) adopts resolutions on dissolution of the student research group/creative group/another student association*, 
f) repeals the Management Board resolutions that are contrary to the statute,
g) considers appeals of students regarding removal from the list of members.
4. The Board notifies the student research group’s tutor and the head of an organizational unit at which the group operates of the date of general meetings. 
§ 9
1. The term of office of the Management Board is ……………………...
2. The Board of the student research group/creative group/other student association* includes a chairman, a deputy chairman, a secretary, a treasurer and 1-3 members.
3. Tasks of the Management Board include:
a) managing the activity,
b) submitting regular reports on each task performed and annual activity reports in the calendar year by December 15 of each year (report on activities for the previous academic year), 
c) developing annual action programmes, work plans and an updated member list by January 10 each year,
d) developing cost estimates of activities for the current calendar year by January 10 each year, 
e) submitting current cost estimates at least 14 days before the planned event, settling it and submitting the report within 14 days after an event took place; 
f) making a list of participants in research camps, expeditions, conferences etc., 
g) organizing student conferences, workshops, seminars, and expeditions, 
h) admitting and deleting members,
i) keeping records of the activity of the student research group/creative group/another student association*,
j)  notifying the Rector, the head of the unit at which the student research group/creative group/other student association* operates and a tutor about changes in the Management Board’s registered office and composition, within 14 days after changes were made,
k) submitting the adopted amendments to the statute for approval, 
l) taking other actions not reserved for the general meeting of members. 
4. In the performance of its tasks, the Management Board cooperates with the tutor, the University authorities, the Students’ Representative Council, and student associations operating at the University.
5. The Management Board meetings are held as needed, but not less frequently than ……………………...
6. The Management Board adopts resolutions by a majority of votes, in the presence of over 50% Members of the Management Board. 
§ 10
The Chairman of the Management Board represents the Board of the student research group, creative group, and an association* towards the University authorities and convenes their meetings. The Chairman notifies the student research group’s tutor of the date of the Board’s meetings.
§ 11
A letter sent by a creative group or another student association* must be signed by the Chairman of the Board or a person authorized by the Chairman, and in the case of the student research group – by its Chairman and tutor.
§ 12
1. The funds of the student research group/creative group/another student association* include: 
· donations,
· income from other sources.
2. The Management Board and the student research group/creative group/another student association’s* tutor are responsible for the proper management of financial means. 
§ 13
1. The student research group/creative group/other student association* may be dissolved by a resolution of the general meeting, taken by a majority of 2/3 votes in the presence of over 50% of members. 
2. The Rector, by way of an administrative decision, may dissolve the student research group/creative group/another student association that grossly or persistently breaches generally applicable law, the University statute, General Regulations for Students of the Wrocław University of Environmental and Life Sciences or the statute of the student research group/creative group/or another student association. 
§ 14
1. The statute of the student research group/creative group/another student association* and changes to the regulations are adopted by the general meeting of the student research group/creative group/another student association’s* members with a 2/3 majority votes, in the presence of over 50% of members.
§ 15
The Statute becomes effective on the day of its adoption.
